tain Anderson. Among the earliest settlers were Captain Borland, 
William Lavering, John Canning, and Jacob Gill. The ri"er IVa' 
called Coldwater on account of the excellence of il> waters. Tlk 
facilities for manufacturing are vt'l'y good: at present there is ,'He 

fine saw mill and grist mill. Geo. Caswell pfllprietor. There ale 
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two stores; a post office; two churches, viz., Episcopal and Mf'tho· 
dist; one public school, and an Orange Lodge, No. 667. 

Witr.in a short distance of the village is a fine residence, called 
"Cockburn HousE''' noted for its architectural beauties. ColdwatE'r 
is 30 miles from Barrie, and I!) from Orillia. :'.lail, tri·weekly.
